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PROGRAM PURPOSE

Medical assistants are multi-skilled health professionals
specifically trained to work in a variety of healthcare
settings, performing both clinical and administrative duties.
NMCC offers a one-year certificate in medical assisting as
well as an Associate of Applied Science degree. Students
learn a range of clinical and administrative skills through
both classroom instruction and hands-on experience.

To graduate from the program, students must complete a
165-hour externship at an approved ambulatory healthcare

CAREER OPPORTUNITIES

Graduates of the medical assisting program will be
competent medical assistants who secure employment in
medical offices or ambulatory clinics. In the State of Maine,
medical assistants work under the direction of healthcare
providers.

Graduates of the program are eligible to sit for the Certified
Medical Assistant (CMA) national certification exam
administered by the American Association of Medical
Assistants (AAMA).

As a certified
medical assistant, you'll play a crucial part in patient care,
from taking vital signs and assisting with examinations to
managing patient records and coordinating appointments.
With a growing demand for healthcare professionals, this
certificate opens doors to numerous job opportunities and
career advancement.
